ORDINANCE NO. 131/2019
OF RECTOR OF THE UNIVERSITY OF SZCZECIN  
of 11th of September 2019 
regarding the regulations for organizing and conducting university-level teacher training at the University of Szczecin.
Pursuant to §23, section  1 of the Act on Higher Education and Science (Dz. U. 2018, item  1668 as amended)   it is hereby decided that: 
§ 1.
1. The education preparing for performance of the profession of a teacher/tutor may proceed in the fields of study the study programmes of which project the opportunity of obtaining a teaching speciality. 
2. The fields of study indicated in section 1 shall be provided as first-cycle studies and second-cycle studies or as long-cycle programmes (pedagogy of preschool and early school education, special education pedagogy, theology and psychology) in the field of study the programme of which determines the results of education covering knowledge and skills to be consistent with all requirements of core curriculum of the first subject of teaching.
3. The education preparing for performance of profession of a teacher proceeds in accordance to modules indicated in attachment no. 1 or in accordance with study programme of fields of study: pedagogy of preschool and early school education, special education pedagogy, theology and psychology.
4. Realization of the education modules (including number of hours and ECTS points) indicated in section 3 is the same for full-time and part-time studies.
5. Education preparing for teaching a second subject can be conducted only on the grounds of the consent of Vice-Rector for Education.
§ 2.
1. With the exception of section 2, points 2 and 3 the following faculties are responsible for the education preparing for performance of a teaching profession.
2. The following units of the University are responsible for organizing courses within the modules:
1) module A - in the field of substantive preparation for teaching of the first subject - the units responsible for the field of study/speciality
2) module B - in the field of  pedagogic and psychological preparation- the University Education Centre-  with the exception of courses realized by the Institute of Pedagogy of the Faculty of Social Sciences and the Faculty of Theology in reference to points 1 and 2 of this module; 
3) modules C and D - in regards to vocal pedagogy and didactics:
component 1 of these modules - the units responsible for this field of study/speciality or the University Education Centre;
4) modules B and D - the University Education Centre - in the field of organizing work placement/teaching practice, in particular:
a) preparing a list of schools, referring students to schools, resolving teaching practice, clearing compensation for school teachers under order contracts, making programme of practices and regulations of practices available;
b) providing practice supervisors appointed by the University. If the University Education Centre is unable to meet these obligations the units responsible for the given field of study/speciality take over these responsibilities. Practice supervisors should consist of academic tutors teaching classes regarding psychology, pedagogy or didactics of the subject.
3. The teaching speciality preparing students for performance of a teaching profession is launched for at least 20 students. In particular and justified cases the Vice-Rector for Education Affairs may, upon application of the Dean of the Faculty, give consent for launching the teaching speciality for a smaller group.
§ 3.

Subjects from module B (psychological-pedagogic) such as psychology and pedagogy, delivered as lectures by the University Education Centre, shall be delivered as lectures jointly for all students of a given faculty or jointly for students of several faculties.
§ 4.
